Tips for Reading with Teenagers

· Encourage your teen to get and use his/her own library card.

· Investigate special young adult programs or author visits at the public library or local bookstores.  Barnes and Noble frequently hosts guest authors.

· Encourage your teen to read aloud to others…to you, younger siblings or an elderly relative or neighbor.

· Keep a variety of reading material in your home (bedside and bathroom too!)

· Bring plenty of books and magazines along on vacations.

· Read and discuss a book that was the basis for a current film you and your family have seen.  Or choose a book and then rent the video!  Compare the differences!

· Talk to your teens about what they read. 

·  Help organize a book discussion group.  Let your teen suggest the titles!

· Choose a book from our list and share it with your offspring or let them assign you one!

· A wonderful way to make your child’s reading even more meaningful is to talk about the books together as a family. Discussing a book’s events or characters, or the knowledge learned from a nonfiction selection, strengthens depth of understanding.
